4. Budget Discussion: The PSO budget discussion continued and we passed out handouts on our assumptions and expenditure proposals, listing what the officers consider Core & Discretionary Expenses (see attachment). The handouts were based on three assumptions: an estimated budget of $91,000, not tapping into reserves this year and keeping the promises made last year. The handouts were presented and members were asked to consider the options in tough economic times. A discussion was tabled until next meeting.

5. PSO/CEF Collaboration: Mark Whitehouse, president of CEF, lead the discussion of merging the two organizations. Discussion centered on the history of CEF, differences between the two, and pros and cons. David Agran was asked to give a brief history on why we have two groups. He shared that the CEF was formed in 1991 to outfit the schools with technology. They had some success raising funds and continued. In 2000, the group really took off seeking funds for technology. Although their mission statement has remained the same, the choice in expenses varies with the times. The idea of a merger brings out a lot of thoughts and confusion for many. The argument is it would streamline fundraising and volunteers since the two often ask the same people and community members for donations, etc. It would eliminate duplicates in expenses…several thousand dollars that could go straight to the school. It would simplify communication for the district, so they only have on organization to deal with. There is one message to parents, promoting solidarity amongst the small school we operate. On the other hand, some believe the two raise more money being separate entities. Also, the CEF and PSO seem to present themselves differently and it may be hard to find the middle ground.

It was decided to create a committee to look at the possibility of a merger. The committee will consist of Britta, Mark, Allison, Courtney, David Agran and either Becky or Stacy.

Board & Committee Reports:


1. District/School Board: Tom and the board have been looking at the budget for next year, and described the budget as “horrific”. He spoke of his time spent at Ada Harris discrimination simulation and how amazing it was for the students. 

There are new stop signs going in at Mackinnon and Villa Cardiff for school safety.

January 30th will be bike or walk to school day. Tom wanted to remind all those walking to be careful for drivers and to remind drivers to watch for kids. Friday January 30th is also sports day at Ada Harris and Pajama day at Cardiff.
