Introductions:

1. Welcome/Attendee introductions- Meeting called to order at 6:33 by Britta Brewer. Introduction around room.

2. Agenda review/additions: No changes.

Minutes:

1. Review and adoption of September minutes. Motion to approve by Britta, seconded by Courtney Engelman. Unanimously passed.

Old Business:

1. Treasurer’s Report: Courtney gave her report. (See flyer) Financially we are doing well Membership is down. Magazine Drive was slightly higher than last year. 

2. Halloween carnival:  The carnival will be 10/25 at Ada Harris from 5-8 pm. The key to success is volunteers, in which we need approximately 145 to run this event. New this year will be a jail and spin art. The donations flyer went home today, asking for soda, candy and toy donations. When calling parents to volunteer, remind them that if they are unable to pledge their time, they may want to consider baking for the bake sale and cakewalk. The pizza has been ordered, 100 cheese and 50 pepperoni. Maria E. Casas will run the Mexican booth again, and the menu will be cheeses enchiladas or bean and cheese burrito, no lard. Ideas were tossed around about how to get more volunteers, perhaps involving the teachers to give it as parent homework, splitting shifts or work with your child. 

3. Magazine Drive: Things seem to be going quite smoothly. Prizes went home at Cardiff, and will be going home at Ada soon. Surprisingly, 29 students won the limo ride! To accommodate the large crowd, a limo bus will have to be rented. The link to the magazine sales will remain on our PSO website. AS parents continue to order, money will continue to trickle in.

4. Membership Booklet: Carrie Elwin gave a report on the membership booklet. Lisa weaver has been imputing the info and passing it over to Carrie. Things seem to be going well. In the business portion, the business cards will be copied or a blurb. 

5. Dinners Night Out: The next Dinner’s Night Out is November 5 at East coast Pizza and dessert will be at either Red Mango and/or Seaside Market. 

6. Music Boosters: Band is going well. The gift card program is in full swing. Gift cards can be ordered through form that comes home in the grey envelopes or online. The Music boosters asked permission to sell gift cards at the Halloween carnival, which was given.

7. Dream Dinners: Through the months of October and November, the Cardiff PSO is participating in the Dream Dinners program. When parents sign up, a percentage is given back to the school. 

Community Outreach/Interaction Reports:

1. Newsletter: The first Wave went home last week. The Newsletter looked great.  A few suggestions were given, maybe better flow to the layout and correct information. 

2. Red Ribbon Week: Red Ribbon Week in October 27-31. The kickoff assembly will be October 24th. In lieu of a wrist band a “footstep” was sent home. A parent speaker series will kick off October 29th at 6:30-8:00 pm, featuring Suzie Walton. At Olivia’s request, Stacy Davis made a motion to give Red Ribbon Week $120 to cover babysitters and translators for this event. The motion was seconded by Carrie Elwin and unanimously passed. 

3. Holiday Food Drive: Holiday Food Drive will kick off after the Halloween Carnival. Teachers need to be informed to leave collection boxes in room to collect food. 

New Business:

1. Treasurer?:  Due to the fact that no one appeared to fill the treasurer vacancy, Courtney is willing to resume her role as Treasurer and step down as co-VP of Cardiff. Britta nominated Courtney for treasurer, Becky seconded. Unanimously passed.
2. Officers needed: Since Courtney is now the treasurer; there is an opening for co-vp of Cardiff. Please see Britta or Suzie of interested. 

3. Room Reps: Britta wished to open the floor to the room representatives. Allison spoke of the differences and challenges facing a room mom versus a PSO liaison. Emails and phone numbers given for PSO purposes shouldn’t be used for room mom purposes. If any PSO liaisons still need their class lists, Britta has them. When emailing groups for PSO reasons, please keep in mind cc versus bcc. Using the Bcc feature would be more appropriate and keep information confidential.

4. Family Fun Nights: The PSO is currently seeking out new ideas to bring the fun back to the PSO. Currently ideas include: school camp out, teacher-parent talent sow, multi-cultural night, bi-monthly spaghetti night, art night, sports night, movie night. Board And Committee Reports:

1. District/ Board: Tom Spoke of the success of the Rob Machado assembly. He has partnered with the CEF to bring environmental education to the school. During the month of November, Mission federal is honoring teachers. Tom wants to encourage parents to go into Mission federal and fill out a teacher appreciation card. 

Tom is also looking into the possibility of parents having the ability to make payment online (for lunches, field trips, PSO).

2. Principals: Julie Parker shared that Cardiff is having another great month. The gardening program is starting soon. Each class will get a raised garden bed and gardening kit. Another list is being created for metal bottles through the CEF, (see Carolyn Whitehouse for information). For parents interested in t-shirts and sweatshirts, an order form will be going home next week. 

3. Teacher Representatives: From Ada Harris, Sue and Suzie expressed the success of the pull out program in the fourth and fifth grade to reduce class size. From Cardiff, Pat shared how very impressed she has been with the newly hired staff the last few years.

4. Site Council: Five new parents have joined the Site Council/ Their first meeting is October 21. Daycare is provided and the meeting is open to all.

5. Cardiff Education Foundation:  The next CEF meeting is November 6 at 7 pm at Debbie Broadbrooks’ home. Kindernight had a very low turnout and the CEF is currently discussing alternatives to this event, maybe after back to school night. The Rob Machado Experience Golf Tournament had a great turnout, but no numbers are available yet. CEF is hoping to bring back Ocean Night, with funding through Rob Machado.
