5. CEF/PSO Collaboration: The committee is continuing to meet and would appreciate all feedback. The committee is intending on having a proposal up for vote at the June PSO meeting. A branding meeting is set for May 26th. In theory, this will happen next year with a common goal, common vision and one set of officers. However, the PSO and CEF are currently electing officers, so the one parent organization will likely have two sets of officers.
